10-1 KUMITE

1. Individual and team events will be conducted in a single-elimination tournament format.

Individual Events:

Male: -60 kg, -67 kg, -75 kg, -84 kg, +84 kg (two competitors per country in each category)

Female: -50 kg, -55 kg, -61 kg, -68 kg, +68 kg (two competitors per country in each category)

Team Events:

Male teams: 5 competitors with up to 2 reserves

Female teams: 3 competitors with up to 2 reserves

2.3 Minutes for both male and Female.

3.The winner is the competitor who achieves an 8-point lead within the bout time, or the competitor
with the higher score at the end of time.

(Decisions by Senshu (first unopposed scoring advantage) shall follow the WKF rules.)

4.Team Events: Men’s teams may compete with three (3) athletes; women’s teams may compete with
two (2) or more athletes. (Applicable from the first round.)

5.Bronze Medal Match: Repechage and bronze medal matches will be held.

6.Video review will be used from the bronze medal matches onward (bronze medal match and finals
only).

7.The following protective equipment is required:

+ WKF or WSKF-approved fist protectors (red and blue)

+ Mouthguard

+ WKF-approved body protector (all competitors) and chest protector (women only)

+ WKF-approved shin guards (red and blue)

+ WKF-approved instep guards (red and blue)

+ WKF-approved groin guard (men only)

All protective equipment must be approved by the WKF or WSKF.

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10-2 KATA

1.The kata to be performed must be one of the kata of the World Shito-ryu Karate-do Federation

(as listed in the “Tokui-kata” (Preferred Kata) List).

2.For the Shitokai official (standardized) kata (*), the kata must be performed exactly in accordance
with the standardized specifications.

Both individual and team events shall be conducted in a flag-system tournament format.

(Team event: 3 competitors + 1 reserve.)

3.Matches shall be officiated by five (5) or seven (7) judges.

4.In the flag system, the judges shall be positioned at the front of the court and at each corner.

5.Up to and including the Quarterfinals, a kata that has been performed once may not be repeated.
In the Semifinals, Third-Place Match, and Final, competitors may use kata that were performed up to
the Quarterfinals; however, they must perform a different kata in each of these rounds (i.e., the kata
used in the Semifinal, Third-Place Match, and Final must all be different from one another).

6.In the Final and Third-Place Match of team kata, bunkai must be performed. The time limit shall be

The event will be conducted in accordance with the WKF Competition Rules, as well as the WSKF
Tournament Competition Rules.

- Competitors are prohibited from wearing accessories such as hairpins, earrings/piercings,
necklaces, rings, etc.

+ Doping is strictly prohibited. The administration of doping substances and the participation of any
competitor using doping substances are prohibited.

11-1 KUMITE
1.All events will be individual, single-elimination (tournament format).
2.Ages 6-13: 1 minute Ages 14 and over: 1 minute 30 seconds
3.A competitor wins by achieving a 6-point lead within the bout time, or by having the higher score at
the end of time.
If the scores are tied, the winner shall be the competitor who scored first. If neither competitor has
scored, the winner shall be decided by Senshu, in accordance with WKF rules. If the winner still
cannot be determined, the decision shall be made by Hantei (judge’s decision).
4.No bronze medal matches will be held (two competitors will be awarded bronze). Repechage will
not be held.
5.No protest or video review will be adopted in this division.
6.The following protective equipment is required:

WKEF- or WSKF (JKF)-approved fist protectors (red and blue)

Mouthguard (optional if wearing a full-face mask)

WKEF- or WSKF-approved body protector (all competitors)

Optional: women’s chest protector

WKEF- or WSKF-approved shin guards (red/blue or white)

WKEF- or WSKF-approved instep guards (red/blue or white)

WKF- or WSKF-approved face mask (mandatory for competitors aged 17 and under)

WKEF- or WSKF-approved groin guard (men only) (optional for ages 6-7)

All protective equipment must be approved by the WKF or WSKF.
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11-2 KATA

1.The kata to be performed must be one of the kata of the World Shito-ryu Karate-do Federation (the “Tokui-kata /
Preferred Kata” are listed).

For the Shitokai official (standardized) kata (*), the kata must be performed exactly in accordance with the
standardized specifications.

2.The competition shall be conducted in a flag-system tournament format. Two (2) competitors shall perform
simultaneously, and only in the final bout shall competitors perform one at a time.

3.The referee panel shall consist of 5 or 7 referees, arranged as specified below.In the flag system, he judges shall
be positioned at the front of the court and at each courner.

4.No third-place match shall be held (two competitors shall be awarded 3rd place). No repechage (repechage/losers’
bracket) shall be held.

(1) Ages 6-9

Up to the Best 8 (Round of 8), competitors shall perform Heian kata.

From the Best 8 onward, competitors shall perform a kata selected from: Heian, Bassai Dai, Seienchin, Nipaipo, and
Matsumura Rohai.

The same kata must not be performed consecutively. Alternating between two kata is permitted.

(2) Ages 10-13

Up to the Best 8 (Round of 8), competitors shall perform a kata selected from: Heian, Bassai Dai, Seienchin,
Matsumura Rohai, and Nipaipo.

The same kata may be repeated as long as it is not performed consecutively.

From the Quarterfinals, competitors may use their Tokui-kata / Preferred Kata; however, any kata performed once
(including those used up to the Best 8) may not be used again.

(3) Ages 14-20

Up to the Best 8 (Round of 8), competitors shall perform a kata selected from: Bassai Dai, Seienchin, Matsumura
Rohai, and Nipaipo.

The same kata may be repeated as long as it is not performed consecutively.

From the Quarterfinals, competitors may use their Tokui-kata / Preferred Kata; however, any kata performed once
(including those used up to the Best 8) may not be used again.

(4) Ages 21 and above

Up to and including the Quarterfinals, a kata that has been performed once may not be repeated.

In the Semifinals and Final, competitors may use kata that were performed up to the Quarterfinals; however, they
must use different kata for each round (i.e., the Semifinal and Final must be different from each other).
